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Invisible Ink

During the American Revolution, information was passed by
handwritten letters. Spies for both the Continental and British forc-
es used methods to protect messages in case they were intercepted
by the enemy, including invisible ink. This ink, called a “stain,” used
a special chemical to reveal the writing.
